Nigeria is a country with enormous natural endowment. It is one of the countries expected to be most affected by the impact of climate change through gas flaring, sea level rise, coastal erosion etc. With a coastline of more than 800km and a low lying coastal area, a number of inundations due to extreme changes in the sea levels have been experienced and several maritime activities affected.
As a contracting Party to the London Convention and Protocol and MARPOL Annex VI, Nigeria has recently taken steps to mitigate the impacts of increasing concentrations of CO2 in the atmosphere (and consequently in the marine environment) and to ensure that new technologies that aim to engineer the climate, and have the potential to cause harm to the marine environment, are effectively controlled and regulated. 

Expected benefits- This should include development of government regulatory frame works that ensure unconditional commitment and national support. Considering our current Nigerian environmental policies that do not address this issue, its implementation will be stuck along the way if the government do not either introduce a new regulatory frame work that encourages its development or modify the current regulations to ensure that capture and storage responsibilities are assigned to the actual emitters. In essence, the current environmental policy shall make the companies to initiate CCS in addition to the biofuels approach designed in National Biofuels Policy of 2007
