Background 

For the past 10 years, the Climate Technology Centre and Network (CTCN) has promoted accelerated transfer of environmentally sound technologies to support low-carbon and climate-resilient development at the request of developing countries.  In implementing its mission, CTCN has concentrated on stimulating technology cooperation and enhancing the development and transfer of climate technologies. To date, more than 110 countries have benefitted from its services in innovation, technology transfer and knowledge-sharing.

To amplify these efforts, CTCN launched its Partnership and Liaison Office (PALO) on 21 July 2022. One of PALO’s principal objectives is to strengthen innovation and collaborative research, development & demonstration (RD&D) through closer engagement with organisations working on climate change. PALO also serves as a Centre of Excellence for climate-technology RD&D. Research institutes, universities and the private sector are key actors within national innovation systems, and National Designated Entities (NDEs) play a critical bridge-building role by identifying appropriate domestic partners for joint RD&D initiatives.

Based on 2024 collaborative RD&D Bridge-Building (CRD2B2) Workshop held in Songdo, Incheon from 29 October – 1 November 2024 which linked Korean Government-affiliated Research Institutes (GRIs) with NDEs, CTCN PALO will organise the 2025 Collaborative RD&D Bridge-Building (CRD2B2) Workshop in Busan, Republic of Korea. Nine NDE representatives from Malaysia, Mongolia, Tajikistan, Timor-Leste, Maldives (AP), Gambia, Zimbabwe (AF), Belize and Panama (LAC) will be invited. 

The workshop will be aligned with the 2025 World Climate Industry EXPO (WCE) and will convene to explore collaborative RD&D opportunities and showcase Korean climate technologies and feature technology exhibitions, targeted matchmaking sessions on energy-storage systems (ESS), and a Project Concept Paper (PCP) clinic to refine emerging collaboration ideas and a Session on Energy Storage System (ESS) co-organized with UNFCCC TEC based on the current work on brief report on energy storage under RD&D, KIER (Korea Institute of Energy Research) and NIGT (National Institute of Green Technology).

Objectives of the 2025 CRD2B2 Workshop
The Workshop will facilitate the bridge-building for the future collaborative RD&D activities and South-South, North-South, and triangular cooperation and networking with the private sectors with climate technologies. 

Duration/Format: The Workshop will take place for three days from August 27 to 29, 2025 and mainly in-person participation.

Hosting organization: The CRD2B2 is co-hosted with CTCN and the National Institute of Green Technology (NIGT).
