Under the anaerobic (oxygen free) 
conditions of landfill sites, organic 
waste is broken down by micro-
organisms, leading to the formation of 
landfill gas (LFG). LFG is a gaseous 
mixture which consists mostly of 
methane and carbon dioxide, but also 
of a small amount of hydrogen and 
occasionally trace levels of hydrogen 
sulphide. . The methane thus 
recovered can either be flared, or 
used for electricity generation.
